You may then continue onto the 
second 50-mile loop.

SAG wagons are available 
if you need aid. Also, a water stop and a Porta Pot halfway 
through each 50-mile loop will be provided. Stores and delis 

are located along the way. For those of you who wish to 
camp, the park offers excellent facilities. All services stop at 
5:00 pm! Helmets required and audio headsets prohibited.  
The entry fee will include a gift, cue sheet and painted road 

markings; sag wagons are available if you need aid.
